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designs intended to be perfecled as works of the fine arts, and
the executors, administrators, or assigns of any such person
shall, upon complying with the provisions of this chapter, bave
the sole libaity of print'ng, reprinfing, publishing, completing,
L'.E.p_'l,'ing_ 1-:|;r-|_'|_]’fj|1j_fl finishing, and 'L’-E!Il{].ll'lg the same; and in the
case of dramatic composition, of publicly performing or represen-
ting it, or causing it to be performed or represemted by others;
and authors or their assigns shall have exclusive right to drama-
tize and translate any of their works for which eopyright shall
have heen obtained under the laws of the United BStates.”

See. 2. That section forty-nive hundred and fifty-four of
the Revised Statutes be, and the same is hereby, amended so as
to read as follows:

“Jgct, 4954, The anthor, inventor, or designer, if he be
still living, or his widow or children, if he be dead, shall have
the same exclusive right continned for the forther term of four-
teen years, upon recording the title of the work or deseription
of the article =0 secured a second time, and complying with all
other regulations in regard to original copyrights, within six
months before the expiration of the first term; and such persons
shall, within two months from the date of eaid renewal, cause a
copy of the reeord thereof to be published in one or more
newspapers printed in the United States for the space of four
weeks."

Sec. 3. That section forty-nine hundred and fifty-six of
the Revized Statutes of the United States be, and the same is
hereby, amended so that it shall read as follows:

“SBect. 4956. No person shall be entitled to a copyright
unless he shall, on or before the day of publication in this or
any foreign country, deliver at the office of the Librarian of
Congrese, or deposit in the mail within the Umted States, ad-
dressed to the Librarian of Congress, at Washington, District of
Columbia, a printed copy of the title of the book, map, chart,
dramatic or musical comp sition, engraving, cuf, print, photo-
graph, or chromo, or a description of the painting, drawing,
statue, statuary, or a model or design for a work of the fine
arts for which he desires a copyright, nor unless he shall alse,
not later than the day of the publication thereof in this or any foreign
country, deliver at the olfice of the Librarian of Congress, at Wash-
ington, District of Columbia, or deposit in the mail within the
United States, addressed to the Librarian of Congress, at Washington,
District of Columbia, two copies of such copyright book, map, chart,
dramatic or musical composition, emgraving, chromo, cut, print
or photograph, or in case of a painting, drawing, statue, statuary,
model, or design, for a work of the fine arts, a photograph of
the same: Provided, That in the case of a book, photograph,
chromo, or lithograph, the two copies of the same required to
be delivered or deposited as above shall be printed from
type set within the limits of the United States, or from

plates made therefrom, or from negatives, or drawings|]

on stone made within the limits of the United States,
or from transfers made therefrom. During the existence
of such copyright the importation into the United States of any
book, chromo, lithograph, or photograph, so copyrighted, or any
edition or editions thereof, or any plates of the same not made
from type set, negatives or drawings on stone, made within the
limits of the United States, shall be, and it is hereby, prohi-
bited, except in the cases specified in paragraphs 512 to 516
inclusive, in section 2 of the act entitled “An act to reduce the
revenne and equalize the duties on imports and for other pur-
poses,” approved Oct. I, 1890; and except in the case of
persons purchasing for use and not for sale, who import, subject
to the duty thereon, not more than two copies of such book
at auy one time, and except in the case of newspapers and
