infiintata in 1988 din initiativa dirjorulul Horla Andreescu, ansambiul
cameral este format din muzicieni de elita ai Filarmonicii bucurestene, ai
Orchestrelor Radio, dar sl din studenti ai Universitatii de Muzica din
Bucuresti. Dupa 1990 a devenit prima orchestrd particulara i una din
primele de acest gen din estul Europei, fiind consideratd, inca de |a
primele aparitii, ca o formatie performantd, evoluand in concerte de
exceptie.

Repertoriul ansamblului cuprinde o larg paleta stilistica, abordand
lucrari din sec. XV| si pand la muzica moderna, ponderea fiind insa
crealia clasici, orchestra cantind in concert si piese scrise de compozi-

tori germani din Transtivania. Valoarea sa interpretativd a fost rasplatita
cu premii nationale (1988 sl 1993), cu televizarea frecventa a con-cer-
telor, efectudnd totodatd turmee in lard si in straindtate (Germania,
Olanda, Marea Britanie, Spania, ltalia, Croatia, Turcia, Bulgaria), fiind
invitatd la festivaluri de prestigiu, colaborand de asemenea cu ansam-
bluri de operd la Festivalurile de la Martina Franca, Fermo gi Las Palmas,

A colaborat cu artisti de renume precum Misha Maisky, Jean-Piarre
Rampal, Angeta Gheorghiu, Dan Grigore, Valentin Gheorghiu, Ruxandra
Donose, Corul National de Camera Madrigal® din Bucuresti, Corul
Wiener Sangerknaben s.a.

A realizat inregistréri pentru Radio si pentru CD-uri editate la case
de discuri roméanesti (,Electrecord”) si din strainatate (Olympia - Londra
si O Disc — Olanda).

Established by Horia Andreascu (conductor), the chamber ensemble
includes musicians from Bucharest Philarmonic Orchestra, National
Radioc Orchestra, and Music University from Bucharest. After 1990
bacame our first private orchestra and one of the first ensembles of this
type in eastern Europe and also it is considered a very performant
ensembla.

Their rapertoire is very large including works from XVIith century to
modern music, but mostly being the classic works. The orchestra per-
formed works written by german compaosers from Transilvania.

The ensemble acquired national prizes (1989 and 1983) and was te-
levised, performing tours in Romania and foreign countries (Germany,
Holland, Great Britain, Spain, Italy, Croatia, Bulgaria). Being invited o
prestigious festivals, the ensemble cooperated with opera ensemble in
festivals like Martina Franca, Fermo and Las Palmas and also with great
artists like Misha Maisky, Jean-Pierre Rampal, Angela Gheorghiu, Dan
Grigore, Valentin Gheorghiu, Ruxandra Donose, The national chamber
choir “Madrigal” from Bucharest, The Wiener Séngerknaben choir a.5.0.

The chamber ensemble was broadcasted on the Radio and racord-
ed CDs for both romanian and forelgn record companies (“Electrecord”,
“Olympia” from London and Q Disc froms Holland).

PAUL GOODWIN

MNascut in = Anglia, a fost, ani la rand, un reputat oboist, realizand
pasta 20 de discuri cu muzica baroca sau clasica, apoi s-a dedicat artel
dirijorale, aborddnd deopotrivd muzica preciasica i cea contemporana,
spectacole de operd si concerte simfonice, colaborand cu ansambiluri de
instrumenta vechl, dar si cu orchastre modernea.
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Impus atentiei prin versiunea inovatoare a Patimilor dupa Matel de
Bach, realizata in colaborare cu celebrul regizor Jonathan Miller, a dirijat
apol productil printre care Figaro si Hegele pastor (la Opera MNorth),
Agrippina (in orasul Karisruhe), Amadigi (la Opera Comica din Pans),
Orfeu si Poro (la Operhaus Halle), incoronarea Popeei de Monteverdi (in
Atena), La finta giar-diniera de Mozart (la Teatrul Naftional din
Mannheaim), Orlando de Handel (Opera Flamanda din Antwerp), Flautul
fermecaf (Teatrul din Essen) si Nunta lui Figaro Mozart (la Teatrul Liceo
- Barcelona). Este adesea invitat la pupitrul orchestrelor din Marea
Britanie si SUA, cu parte dintre acestea inregistrand numeroase discuri.

Paul Goodwin is one of Britain's most versatile conductors, equally
at home with Monteverdi or Maxwell Davies. He divides his time beatweean
opera productions and concert perffiormances, working with both early
instruments and modern orchestras. He is Associate Conductor of the
Academy of Ancient Music. Paul Goodwin first came to public attention
with his ground breaking staged version of the Bach St Matthew Fassion
in partnership with tha producer Jonathan Miller, Regular opera produc-
tions have followed including his highly regarded Figaro and I Re
Pastore for Opera North, Handel's Agrippina in Karlsruhe, Amadigi al the
Paris Opéra Comique, Gluck’'s Orfeo and Handel's Poro at the
Opernhaus Halle, Monteverdi's Lincoronazione di Poppea in Athens,
Mozart's La Finta Giardimiera at the National Theater in Mannheim
Handel's Orlando at Flanders Opera in Antwerp, Mozart's The Magic
Fiute at the Teatro Aalto in Essen and The Marriage of Figaro at the
Liceu Barcelona. He is a regular guest conductor in Europe and the US,
working with many orchestras and has made recordings with several of
them. With the English Chamber Orchestra he has worked with many
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llustrious soloists including Kiri Te Kanawa, Joshua Bell and Mstislav
Rostropovich. Performances range from Purcell and Handel oratorio to
the music of Schumann, Mendelssohn, Richard Strauss, Ravel,
Stravinsky and Takemitsu. Paul Goodwin enjoys regular invitations to the
major UK and European Festivals with the Academy of Ancient Music,
parforming repertoire from Monteverdi to Berlioz on period instruments
His recordings with the AAM have received international acclaim and
three have been nominated for Grammy (USA) and Gramophone (UK)
awards.

Paul Goodwin is also dedicated to educational projecis. He has
worked with both the National Youth Orchestras of the Netherlands and
Spain, the Britten-Pears Orchestra, the European Community Baroque
Orchestra, the Jeune Orchestra Atlantique, the National Youth Orchestra
of the Netherlands, and with orchestras of the Royal College of Music
and the Royal Academy of Music. Paul Goodwin Is a regular visiting con-
ductor for the Queen Elisabeth Competition Brussels.

Paul Goodwin was for many years one of the world's leading barogue
oboists before dedicating himself to conducting. He has made over 20
solo recordings on baroque and classical oboes.

ADBEL-RAHMAN EL BACHA

Nascut la Belrut = Liban in 1958 intr-0 familie de muzicienl, a inceput
sa studieze pianul cu Zvart Sarkissian (fosta eleva a pianistilor Marguerite
Long si Jacques Février), & sustinut primul concert cu orchestra la doar
10 ani, apol, remarcat de celebrul pianist Claudio Arrau, a primit, in 1974,
burse de studiu in Franta, Busia si Marea Britanie, optand pentru cea care
l-a permis sa se perfectioneze la Conservatorul din Paris (la clasa Pierre
Sancan), absolvind cu Premiul | la plan, muzicd de camerd, armonie si
contrapunct.

Sustine concerte in
Europa, Japonia, Orientul Mijlociu, America de Sud si cea Centrala, prop-
undnd un repertoriu vast ce cuprinde in special opusuri de Bach, Mozart,
Besthoven, Schubert, Chopin, Schumann, Rachmaninov, Ravel si
Prokofiev. A cantat in compania unor ansambluri de cotd precum filarmoni-
cile din Berlin sau Londra, Orchestre de Paris, Orchestra Nippon Hoso
Kyokai® — Tokyo, .Sulsse Romande" — Geneva elc

in 1983, prima sa inregistrare la Forlane (cu opusuri de tinerete de
Prokofiev) a primit Marele Premiu al Academiei ,Charles Cros”, Pentru
aceeasi casa de discuri a inregistrat trei concerte de Bach, conceriale de
Ravel si partituri de Schumann sau Schubert. Cd-urile cu integrala
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sonatelor si a concertelor de Besthoven au impresional comentatorii,
unul dintre aceste CD-uri, dar si cel cuprinzénd lucrér pentru plan de
Havel, au primit Marele Premiu al Noill Academii a Discului Francez, iar
CD-ul Chopin, realizat alaturi de Ewa Podles, a fost distins cu Premiul
Jaerald Moore” ( pentru cel mai bun acompaniator®) oferit de Academiel
Discului liric. De asmenea, a gravat pe 12 CD-uri intergrala creatiel pen-
tru pian de Chopin. A primit tithul de Cavaler al Artelor sl Literelor, confer-
it de Ministerul Culturii din Franta (1998) si Medalia Ordinului de Merit
clasa | din partea de Presedintele Republicii Liban (aceasta fiind cea
mai inalta distinclie a tarii sale).

In June 1978, Abdel-Rahman El Bacha won the Concours Reine
Elisabeth de Belgique by an unanimous judgment. He was also awarded
the Audience Prize. He was only 18. Born in Beyrouth in 1958 in a fami-
ly of musicians, he started his piano schooling in 1967 with Zvart
Sarkissian, a pupil of Marguerite Long and Jacques Feévrier. At the age
of 10 he gave his first concert with an orcheastra. In 1973 Claudio Arrau
predicted a greal career for him and in 1974 he was offered a scholar-
ship by France, the former USSR and Great Britain, He took up the
French offer and entered the Paris Conservaltoire in the class of Pierre
asancan. He graduated with 4 first prizes (piano, chamber music, harmo-
ny and counterpoint)

He performs today all over Europe, in Russia, Japan, the Midlle East,
the U.5.A, Central and South America. His vast repertory Is based main-
ly on the works of Bach, Mozart, Beethoven, Schubert, Chopin,
Schumann, Rachmaninov, Ravel and Prokofiefl. He has performed under
eminent conductors with prestigious orchestras such as the Berlin
Philharmonic, the Royal Philharmonic, The Orchestre de Paris, the NHK
Tokyo, the Orchastre de la Suissa Romandea...

In 1983, his first recording for the label Forlane, Early Works by
Prokofiev, was awarded the “Grand Prix de I'Académie Charles Cros".
For the same label he has recorded 3 Concertos by Bach, Ravel's 2
Concertos and works by Schumann, Ravel and Schubert.

His recording of Beethoven's complete Plano Sonatas, just as his
concert performances of these works, wera heralded by the press as a
“major event”. The second CD of these Beethoven recordings, as well as
his Ravel recital, were awarded the "Grand Prix de la Nouvelle Académie
du Disque Francgais” For Chopin's Melodies with Ewa Podliés, he also
received the “Gerald Moore Prize" — best accompanist — from the
Académie du Disque Lyrigue. He has also recorded Chopin's complete
solo piano works (12 CD) in chronological order.

He was made “Chevalier des Arts et des Lettres” by the French
Minister of Culture in 1998 and he has been awarded the "Medaille de
I'Ordre du Mérite “1™ by the President of the Republic of Lebanon, the
highest distinction of his native country.

Lucrarea a fost compusa la céfiva ani
dupé studiul aprofundat al muzicii folclorice la Bucuresti, fapt pentru care In
concert se regdsesec atal influente ale muzicil populare din nord-vestul
Roméniei, cét si fragmente ale melodiilor analizate in capitald, in 1549

Edward Elgar (1857-1934) — Serenada pentru orchestrd de coarde
in mi minor op. 20

Lucrarea face parie din sena celor denumite chiar de compozitor ., me-
lodii scurte®, fiind scrisd In 1882, avand ca punct de pormire céteva piese
pierdute, compuse in 1888. Interpretata pentru prima oara intr-un cadru pri-
vat de céitre ,Worcester Ladies’ Orchestral Class®, sub bagheta compozi-
torului, a marcat prima auditie cu public patru ani mai tarziu, la Antwerp.

Franz Schubert (1797-1828) — Simfonia nr. 5 in S| bemol Major D 485

Compunéand, ca si Besthoven, in epoca de tranzitie de la clasicism la
romantism, creatorul vienez a abordat deopotrivd genurile miniaturale si
cele orchestrale, scriind, la randul sau, 9 simfonii. Simfonia nr. 5 datand
din' 1816, pastreaza structura cvadripartita de tip clasic. Din componenta
orchestrel lipsesc clarinetii, trompetale si timpanii, apropindu-se astlel
mai curdnd de simfoniile de Haydn sau Mozart, departe de specificul pro-
prillor opusuri antericara de gan. Parlea | este o forma de sonata cu intro-
ducera, drumul cdtre secliunea finald lumincasa trecand prin secvenla
lenta, construita din doua teme contrastante, si prin menuetul cu trio.

Camille Saint-Séens (1835-1821) - Concertul pentru pian si
orchestrd nr.1 in Re Major op.17

Cale cinci concerte pentru pian si orchestra se numara printre lucrarile
compuse sub influenta clasicismului vienez, fiind printre primele creafil
franceze de gen. Compus in 1858, publicat abia dupa 17 ani, a fost inter-
pretal adesea de cétre autorul care, in 1920, afirma ca partitura i-a losl
inspirata de padurea Fontainbleau. Construit dupéd principiul ciclic, concer-
tul are o structurd tripartitd, impunerea in prim plan a virtuozitafii solistice,
deter-minand remarci nefavorabile, considerat ca o hiperbolizare tinereasca
in arpegii exuberanta, figurind insa adesea in repertoriul pianistilor

Istoria orchestrel a inceput odata cu deschiderea primel sali de con-
cert a orasului, concertele devenind astfel accesibile publicului larg. Din
1885, . Gewerbehausorchester’ (denumirea initiala a ansamblului) a ofe-
rit programe simfonice diverse, devenind, in 1915, Orchestra Filarmo-
nica. De-a lungul anilor, la pupitru s-au aflat muzicieni celebri precum
Johannes Brahms, Piotr llici Ceaikovski, Antonin Dvordk sau Richard
Strauss (dirijandu-si propriile luerdrl). Directorii muzicall Paul van
Kempen si Carl Schuricht au dirijat Filarmonica din 1934, lar din 1945,
alte nume importante — Heinz Bongartz, Kurt Masur, Ganther Herbig,
Herbert Kege!, Jarg-Peter Weigle si Michel Plasson — au colaborat cu
orchestra, realizand si numarcase inregistrari. Dar cel care a impus an-
samblul la nivel international a fost Van Kempen, care a invitat cunoscuti
dirijori precum Hermann Abendroth, Eduard van Beinum, Fritz Busch,
Eugen Jochum, Joseph Keilberth, Erich Kleiber, Hans Knappertsbusch,
Eranz Konwitschny, Arthur Nikisch s& colaboreze cu orchestra.
gustindnd la Dresda B0-90 de concerte, este totodatd un ambasador de
valoare al muzicii din Germania, efectudnd numeroase turnee in Europa,
China, Japonia, Israel, America de Sud si in SUA. In perioada 2001-
2003, Marek Janowski a fost dirijor principal si director artistic, apol, din
2003, Rafael Frihbeck de Burgos a fost numit dirijorul principal invitat al
orchastrei, pentru ca un an mai tarziu s& prela si functia de director artis-
tie, dirijor de onoare fiind Kurt Masur.
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Performing B0 to 90 concerts in Dresden each year, the Dresden
Philharmonic is a vital institution in the cultural life of the city. At the same
time, the Dresden Philharmonic also acts as an invaluable music ambas-
sador for Saxony and the city of Dresden abroad. The orchestra has
undertaken successful intermational tours of Europe, China, Japan,
Israel, South America and the United States.

The Dresden Philharmonic can trace its origins to the formal open-
ing of the first concert hall in Dresden on November 29, 1870. That event
marked an important transition in the city's musical life, as concerts for
the entertainment of the aristocracy gave way to concerts periormed for
the enjoyment of the general public. Starting in 1885, the
‘Gewerbehausorchester” as it was then known, gave a full season of
symphonic concerts in Dresden, earning the ensemble the name
“Dresden Philharmonic Orchestra” in 1915.

Well-known composers including Brahms, Tchaikovsky, Dvo7ak and
Strauss have conducted the orchestra in performances of their own
works, Music Directors Paul van Kempen and Carl Schuricht conducted
the Dresden Philharmonic starting in 1934. Since 1945 Heinz Bongartz,
Kurt Masur, Ginther Herbig, Herbert Kegel, Jorg-Peter Weigle and
Michel Plasson have served in the same capacity with numerous record-
ings documenting their collaboration with the orchestra. The tenure of
van Kempen is particularly noteworthy for establishing the Dresden
Philharmonic’s reputation internationally, attracting such renowned guest
conductors as Hermann Abendroth, Eduard van Beinum, Fritz Busch,
Eugen Jochum, Joseph Keilberth, Erich Kleiber, Hans Knappertsbusch,
Franz Konwitschny and Arthur Nikisch,

Marek Janowski served as Principal Conductor and Artistic Director
of the Dresden Philharmonic from 2001 to 2003. In 2003 Ratael
Frihbeck de Burgos was appointed Principal Guest Conductor of the
Dresden Philharmonic and the following year was named the orchestra's
Principal Conductor and Artistic Director. In November 2004 Frihbeck de
Burgos led the Dresden Philharmonic on several tours of Europe (Spain,
France, Linz and Prague) and on a highly successiul tour of the United
States. On that occasion, concert reviews in New York had only high
praise for the Dresden Philharmonic, with one critic calling it "one of the
best orchastras In the world” In 2005/06 he went on an equally success-
ful tour of South America with *his" Dresden Phitharmonic. Kurt Masur is
the Dresden Philharmonic's Laureate Conductor.

Fondat de cétre Lola Rodriguez de Aragon in cadrul Scolii supe-
rioare de canto din Madrid. a debutat in 22 octombrie 1971, interpretand

a colaborat apoi sub bagheta unor muzicienl precum Rafael Frihbeck de
Burgos. José de Felipe, Enrique Ribd, Sabas Calvifio, Carmen Helena
Teéllez, Alberto Blancalort, Adollo Gulierrez Viejo, Tomas Cabrera, Rainer
Steubing-Negenbom, Lorenzo Ramos, care au fost si directori artistic.

Repertoriul include lucréari din varii genuri, de la piese a cappella pana
la opusuri vocal-simfonice, promovand si creafia spaniold. Stagiunea
curentd se desfasoara la sala Auditorium din Madrid, unde evolueazi atat
in programele Orchestrei Nationale, cat si In ciclul ,Muzica polifonica“,

A céntal si alaturi de orchestrele Radio Madrid, de cele din Castile &
Ledn, Galicia, Sevilla, dar si din Tenerite sau Bilbao, cu Orchestra de
tinerat a Spaniai, efectudnd lotodata turnee peste hotare, unde a colaboral
cu Orchestra Americilor, cu cele din Santo Domingo, Puerto Rico, apoi cu
Filarmonica din Liege, Mozarteum Salzburg sau Orchestre de Paris.

A participat la fes-
tivitdtile de la Lisabona (1988), la Festivalul Saar - Germania (1999)
dedicat muzicii spaniole, dar si in stagiunea de operd de la Teatrul Real
Madrid (in Tannhauser de Wagner). impraunﬁ cu Orchestra din Madrid,
cu Placido Domingo la pupitru, a inregistrat opera Merlin de Albeniz (CD
rasplatit cu Premiul ,pentru cel mai bun album clasic® —  Latin Grammy®
2001), apoi, in 2003, opera Don Quixote de Cristobal Halffter.

Ca si Orchestra Nationald, aparfine de Institutul de Arte, ambele
ansambluri aflandu-se sub presedentia de onoare a Reginei Sofia.

Din 2005, maestru de cor este Mireia Barrera — ndscuta la Barce-
lona, a absolvit Conservatorul din orasul natal, perfectionandu-se la
cursurile de dirijat de la Scoala Internationald de Cant Coral din Namur
~ Belgia (clasa Pierre Cao). A fost, succesiv, dirijor principal al Capele
de Muzica din Santa Maria del Mar si al Corului ,Aura® de la Scoala de
Muzica din Palau, pana in decembrie 2005 maestru de cor al ansamblu-
lui apartinand Orchestrei din Granada, a colaborat cu Orchestra de
camerd din Andorra si cu Orchestra Baroc din Catalunia. In prezent, diri-
jeazd Corul JMadrigal® din Barcelona si Corul National al Spaniei, cu
care colaboreaza din 2004. In perioada 2003-2005 a fost profesor de diri-
jat coral la Liceul de Muzica din Catalunia.

Originally founded by Lola Rodriguez de Aragon as the Madrid
Senior Singing School Choir (Coro de la Escuela Superior de Canto), il
had its début on 22"d October 1971, performing Gustav Mahler's

Second Symphony, “Resurrection”, alongside the National Orchestra of
Spain (Orquesta Nacional de Espana) under the baton of Rafael
Friihbeck de Burgos. José de Felipe, Enrique Ribo, Sabas Calvifio,
Carmen Helena Téllez, Alberto Blancafort, Adolfo Gutigmez Viejo, Tomas
Cabrera, Rainer Steubing-Negenborn and Lorenzo Rames have at one
time or another all been Artistic Directors, with the current Choirmaster,
Mireia Barrera, in the post since Septemnber 2005.

The Choir's repertoire ranges from a cappella works to large-scale
symphonic-choral compositions, with a tendency to lean towards
Spanish music, a genre that it is pledged to disseminate

As a rule, its activities tend to centre around the regular concert season
programme at Madrid's Mational Concert Hall (Auditorio Nacional de
Misica) where it performs with the National Orchestra of Spain, as well as
the Chamber and Polyphonic Music Cycle which is held at this same venue.

In addition, the Choir has performed extensively with other orches-
tras, whether from Spain, as in the case of the Radiotelevision Espafola,
Madrid, Castile & Ledn, Galicia, Seville, Tenerife and Bilbac Symphony
Orchestras, and the Spanish Youth Orchestra (Joven Orquesta Nacional
de Espafia - JONDE), or from abroad, as in the case of the Orchestra of
the Americas, Santo Domingo and Puerto Rico Symphony Orchestras,
Liege Philharmonic Orchestra, Mozarteum and Paris Orchestra.

Over the years, the National Choir of Spain has performed under the
orders of a prestigious armay of conductors of international renown, con-
ductors such as Rafael Frihbeck de Burgos, Antoni Ros-Marba, Jesus
Lépez Cobos, Cristobal Haltfter, Josep Pons, Aldo Ceccato, José Ramén
Encinar, Sergiu Celebidache, Igor Markevitch, Yehudi Menuhin, Ricardo
Muti, Eliahu Inbal and Peter Maag.

Performing highlights include: the Madrid National Concert Hall's
Inaugural Concert, with its rendering of Manuel de Falla's La Atlantida
(the Choir having also made the first recording of this work); the 1983
UND Assembly Inaugural Concert in New York; the world premiére of
Luis de Pablo's Viatges | flors at the Europalia 85 Festival in Belgium; the
funeral service for Don Juan de Borbdn (at the San Lorenzo de El
Escorial Basilica on 7th April 1993); and H.R.H. Princess Elena’s and
H.R.H. Prince Felipe's respective wedding ceremonies (Seville, 18th
March 1995 and Madrid, 22 May 2004).

The CNE regularly tours leading music centres across Europe and
appears in major festivals. In 1998, it starred in the events programmed
as part of the Lisbon World Fair celebrations, and in 1999 was invited to
the Saar Music Festival (Germany), which was devoted entirely 10
Spanish music. Special mention must likewise be made of its participation
with the Madrid Symphony Orchestra in the opera season at Madrid's
Teatro Real, performing Richard Wagner's Tannhéuser under the stage
direction of W. Herzog, and its role, along with Plécido Domingo and the
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same orchestra, in the recording made of Isaac Albéniz's unpublished
opera, Merlin, which subsequently received the prize for the Best
Cilassical Album in the 2001 edition of the Latin Grammy Awards. In June
2003, the choir again joined forces with the Madrid Symphony Orchestra
to record Cristobal Halffter's opera, Don Quixote.

As a body, the National Orchestra & Choir of Spain forms part of the
country's Performing Arts and Music Institute (Instituto Nacional de las
Artes Escenicas y la Musica — INAEM), which in turn comes under the
Ministry of Culture. Queen Sofia is the Spanish Mational Orchestra &
Choir's Honorary President. MIREIA BARRERA - Bomn in Terrassa
(Barcelona). She studied at the Local Conservatory of Music in
Barcelona and conducting at the Namur Choir Singing International
School (Belgium) with the Orchestra and Choir conductor Pierre Cao.
She has been Chief conductor at the Capella de Muasica de Santa Maria
del Mar), at the Cor Aura at the Escuela de musica del Palau (Palau
Music School) and until December 2005 she was the Choirmaster of the
Granada City Orchestra (Orquesta Ciudad de Granada). She has also
conducted the Andorra National Chamber Orchestra and the Calalonian
Baroque Orchestra (Orquesta Barroca Catalana). Nowadays, she com-
bines the conducting at the Cor Madrigal de Barcelona with the Coro
Nacional de Espana (Spanish Mational Choir). She conducted for the first
time the Coro Nacional de Espafna at the season 2004- 2005 within the
cycle “Carta Blanca a Hans Wemer Henze", and from September she is
the Chiet Conductor.

At the field of teaching, she worked as a teacher of Choir Conducting
at the Music High School in Cataluna (2003-2005).

The chair held concerts in numerous important
cities in Germany and around the world. Besides the a-capella concerts
which took place in ltaly, England, Russia, Spain, the Czech Republic,
Poland, Belgium, Hungary and many more, the ensemble interpretad
Beethoven's 9" symphony in Festspielhaus Salzburg and Mahler's 8th
symphony in Concertgebouw Amstardam. The choir has toured in Japan,
China, Australia and USA. They have amazed the public in the many per-
formances held in Koln's Dome, in 5t. Michaelis in Hamburg, in the
Meissen Dome, in cathedrals of Coventry, Palma de Mallorca, Budapest
and Dresden, in concert halls in Tokyo, Chicago, Boston, Sidney and
Melbourne. The singing group’s repertory includes 16t and 17! centu-
ry operas and traditional songs from different cullures, as well as mod-
ern works for choir. Many radio and tv recordings have helped them gain
international fame. The choral ensemble has received a lot of awards at
many well-known festival around the world.

Musik (conducting with K. Eichhormn and G.E. Lessing and composition
with Hindemith scholar H. Genzmer). After serving in his first career post
as Principal Conductor of the Bilbao Symphony Orchestra, he was
named Principal Conductor of the Spanish National Orchestra Madrid,
conducting the orchestra from 1962 to 1978. He was General Music
Director of the City of Disseldorf and Principal Conductor of both the
Disseldort Symphony Orchestra and the Symphony Orchestra Montreal.
He has also conducted the Yomiuri Nippon Orchestra of Tokyo and the
Mational Symphony Orchestra of Washington as Principal Guest
Conductor. Rafael Frihbeck de Burgos has performed with more than
100 orchestras in Europe, America, Canada, Japan and lsrael. He has
also conducted opera performances in Europe, the United States and
South America. From 1891 to 1886 he was Principal Conductor of the
Vienna Symphony Orchestra and held the post of General Music
Director of the Deutsche Oper Berlin between 1992 and 1997. He was
also Principal Conductor of the Radio Symphony Orchestra Berfin from
1994 to 2000 and was appointed lifetime conductor of the QOrchestra
Sinfonica Nazionale della RAI Toring in 2001,

Ratael Frihbeck de Burgos has received numerous honors and dis-
tinctions for his artistic achievement, including an honorary doctorate
from the University of Navarra and the University of Burgos in Spain. In
1896 he was awarded the “Silver Badge" for the service to the Republic
of Austria and the Gold Medal from the International Gustav Mahler
Society. In 1997 he received the most important Spanish music award,
the Jacinto Guerrero Award, and in 1988 was appointed Emeritus
Conductor of the Spanish National Orchastra.

Frihbeck de Burgos was appointed Principal Guest Conductor of the
Dresden Philharmonic in 2003, one year later assuming the post of
Principal Conductor and Artistic Director. More than 100 recordings tes-

tify to his worldwide reputation. Some of these recordings have already
become classics: Mendelssohn's Elias and Faulus, Mozart's Requiem,
Orff's Carmina Burana, Bizet's Carmen as well as the complete works of
his fellow countryman Manuel de Falla. His first recording with the
Drasdan Philharmonic of Richard Strauss’'s Don Quixote, Dan Juan and
Till Eulenspiegs! was released in 2004,
