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of typography, for her types are moulded
individually but never wilfully.

Since this young artist's work is as harmoni-
ous as it is versatile, we can only hope
that she will be called upon to fulfil tasks
which do justice to her practical skill in
appraising the possibilities and limitations
of various techniques and afford her the

field of action which she needs.
