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and design should suggest to the patient thai the packet contains an important remedy under
scientific supervision. Sauter's packets are economical, restrained as to colouring and of out-
standing distinction with regard to graphic design. But not only in this connection are they among
the best of their kind, they are of psychological value as well. MNoble simplicity is always being
advocated, but how rarely is it actually applied! Why? Not least of all because the simpiest
works of art are generally the most difficult to execute. Ornate and ostentatious designs may
attract the eye through the wealth of material employed, and the details of the composition may
appear of lesser importance. Where, however, simplicity is used in decoration every detail must
be perfect; one single blemish in form and line will make what is simple into something inad-
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
